EWHURST is a parish and village, 3 miles north-east from
Cranleigh station on the Guildford and Horsham section of
the Southern railway, 35 from London, 12 south-east from
Guildford and 11 from Dorking. in the Guildford division of
the county. hundied of Blackheath, petty sessional division
of Guildford, rural district of Hambledon, county court district
of Guildford and Godalming, rural deanery of Cranleigh, arch-
deaconry of Surrey and diocese of Guildford. The church of
§8. Peter and Paul, restored in 1838 and again in 1930-1932,
is o eruciform building of stone in the Perpendicular style, and
has a central tower with spire, containing a clock and 86 bells:
in the nave is a brass tablet, f)an.ring the names of the parish-
ioners who foll in the Great War, 1014-18 : there are 306 sittings.
The register dates from the year 1614. The living is a rectory,
net yearly value £670, with residence, in the gift of the Lord
Chanecellor, and held since 1929 by the Rev. Joseph Bartholo-
mew Dollar ar.A. of Trinity College, Dublin. The Church Hall
was erected in 1009. H{re is a Congmgat-ional chapel. A
